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Community

Hilliard is a suburban, residential community located northwest of Columbus, Ohio. The District encompasses
approximately 60 square miles which includes portions of the City of Columbus, the City of Dublin and five
surrounding townships. The community is one of the fastest-growing in the state of Ohio with over 87,000
residents and over 16,600 school students. The district celebrates diversity through its current rapid growth.

School

Hilliard Davidson High School is a four-year comprehensive public school of 1907 students. School is in
session 176 days a year. The academic year is divided into two semesters with four nine-week grading periods.
Class periods are forty-eight minutes in length.

Faculty

Hilliard Davidson High School has 117 certificated professional staff. Of the certificated staff, 92 have earned
advanced degrees.

Graduation Requirements

Hilliard Davidson is a comprehensive high school that includes college preparatory, honors, Advanced
Placement, dual enrollment, occupational, vocational and adjustment programs. Accumulation of a
minimum 18 points on the 7 state A.LR. tests, OR remediation free score on either the ACT /SAT, OR a
minimum of 12 points by receiving a State Board- approved industry- recognized credential, as well as twenty-
one and one-half credits, are required for graduation. Those credits must include:

English - 4 credits Mathematics - 4 credits (must include Alg 2 or Honors Alg 2)
US Government - 1 credit Science - 3 credits (1 credit Biology; 1 credit Phys. Sci.)

US History - 1 credit Health - .5 credit

World Studies - 1 credit Physical Education - .5 credits

Financial Literacy Elective - .5 credit Digital Connections - .5 credit

Senior Capstone - .5 credit Additional Electives - 5 credits

Advanced Placement and Honors

Advanced Placement courses are offered in 2D Art and Design, Biology, Calculus AB, Calculus BC, Chemistry,
Computer Science A, Computer Science Principles, English Language, English Literature and Composition,
European History, French, German, Microeconomics, Macroeconomics, Physics, Psychology, Spanish,
Statistics, U.S. Government & Politics and U.S. History. Honors opportunities are available in Algebra 2,
Biology, Chamber Orchestra, Chemistry, Choir 400, English 9 and 10, Geometry, Pre-Calculus, Science 9, Wind
Ensemble, and World Studies.

* AP courses are graded on a 5.0 scale. * Honors Courses are graded on a 4.5 scale.

College Credit Plus

The state sponsored dual enrollment option is available to all students who meet the requirements of respec-
tive post secondary institutions. The 3 digit code after course name represents the college/university where
the specific course was taken.

2019-20 School Year: 258 students took 1076 College Credit Plus courses earning a total 3,095 credit hours.




Class Rank

Class rank is determined by the G.P.A. We will begin using decile percentages to delineate students’ academic
placement within their respective class. Beginning with the Class of 2022 and beyond, class rank will be
eliminated.
